What's new in Niagara? Event planners Bruce Jackson and Lauren Cassa, were inspired by a delicious
award-winning white wine at Hinterbrook called Franc Blanc which is made from red grapes. They
wondered what else was new in Niagara and found some exciting new wines for this tasting.

We'll be tasting the Jackson-Triggs Sparkling Sauvignon Blanc and Sparkling Merlot, both produced in the
traditional method. At Legends they found a Malbec Rose and a Petite Verdot. At Reif they found “The
Magician”, a kiln-dried Shiraz-Pinot Noir. At Stoney Ridge they found a white Pinot Noir and a dessert wine
called “Passion”, a fortified wine made from Cabernet Franc/Baco Noir/Cabernet Sauvignon.

Hinterbrook is a new winery on Lakeshore road between Strewn and Konzelmann. The owner Phil Nickel
will take you on a guided tour of the facility and proudly tell you about the environmentally friendly winery.
The reception wines, from Hinterbrook, are made by Natalie Spytkowsky.

Our caterer will be Imant Malins who is on the staff of Pinque Foods. He is an amazing chef who makes his
own smoked salmon.

Our guest wine guide will be Treesja Bjorgan. She is a Niagara Chapter member, store manager at Vineland
Estate and a teacher at the winery school at Niagar College.

This will be an opportunity for our members to taste some products from the area that are not well known but
heralding a new direction in Niagara wines. You don't want to miss this one!
