Every so often the OWS decides to compare and contrast our Ontario wines with another wine 
producing country. This time, Austria was chosen. Although Austria’s latitude is closer to Beaune 
(Burgundy) and Ontario closer to Bordeaux, we both are considered ‘cool climate’ regions and grow 
many similar grape varietals. Ontario also has a ‘warm’ wine connection to Austria: Karl Kaiser , 
Inniskillin Winery’s co-founder and first winemaker, hails from Austria. The winery is credited with 
starting Ontario’s modern wine industry. Although retired in 2006 from Inniskillin, Karl is excited to 
come back and discuss two loves: Austria & Inniskillin. Rudolf Rabl , winemaker of Rabl wines, will 
discuss his wines and his winery which has been in existence since 1750. No two people could better 
discuss the wines we will taste. We anticipate a number of Austrian wine lovers will join us for this 
unique tasting.
