We wanted to do something special for our members this year for the holiday season so we arranged to have
one of our favourite presenters do a tasting at a beautiful winery and you get to keep the stemware!

Join us at Chateau des Charmes as Michael Pinkus, “The Grape Guy”, and co-host Michele Bosc, Director of
Marketing guides us through a truly unique tasting experience. Exploring the theory that each varietal can
better express its distinctive characteristics when tasted in the appropriately shaped stemware, our flight will
include: St. David’s Bench Cabernet Sauvignon and Chardonnay, both from 2005, and two wines from 2007,
Estate Gamay Noir “Droit” and exclusive to the winery, Estate Sauvignon Gris.

Schott Zwiesel stemware is made from Tritan crystal, which has an exceptionally brilliant yet hard surface
that is resistant to scratching and dishwasher corrosion. Lloyd Thistle of Fortessa will provide us with
information about the stemware, which the company claims has a breakage rate up to 40% lower than
traditional crystal glasses. When the tasting is over, each attendee will receive a set of four different glasses.
As an added bonus an ISO glass with “Ontario Wine Society” etched on it will be part of the package

Michael Pinkus is the head writer for the Ontario Wine Review. He was in top form as the entertaining guest
speaker at our “You’ve Come A Long Way Baby” tasting last February. His passion for wines and his
enthusiastic approach made the event completely enjoyable.
